Program Description:
· WLCAC McCoy Plaza Family Restoration Project is a supportive housing project that will provide housing and a network of on-site wrap-around services designed to stabilize homeless families – including those with formerly incarcerated members.
· These units receive HACLA section 8 Project Based Voucher contingent upon HACLA approval.
· The facility at McCoy Plaza A is a 64-unit complex that includes a community space, private meeting rooms, a gym, computer lab, and an outdoor playground. 

Program Services:
· The project will offer a range of wrap-around on-site and off-site services that include:
Case management, budget/money management, vocational training/academic counseling, job readiness/ employment placement, access to health care, social services/benefits advocacy, transportation, legal advocacy, substance abuse, mental health referrals, independent living/life skills enhancements, cultural enrichment, family counseling/parenting education, and peer group mentoring.

Eligibility Requirements:
· Applicants must be a homeless family comprised of, at minimum, 3 members. 
· The household must consist of at least a single adult and dependent child.
· Head of Household must be at least 18 years of age.
· Individuals and their families must be homeless, living in places not intended for human habitation (e.g. streets, emergency shelters, motel vouchers, vehicle, etc…), or at risk for homelessness (30-day notice to quit, foreclosure, property sale, illegal tenancy, etc). 
· Formerly incarcerated household members must meet the homeless definition AND have been homeless at the time of incarceration OR homeless at the point of 6 months or more after their release.
· Individual must complete an intake and assessment with WLCAC’s Homeless Access Center to determine homeless eligibility.
· Applicant must be continuously homeless during application process.
· Income is required, and monthly rent will be based upon income and family size.
· Applicable move-in costs will apply. 

Housing types:
· Unit types are based on family demographics and the monthly rent is based on 30%, 35% or 50% of the client’s adjusted income.  
· 2 bedroom units (family consisting of at least 3 individuals, up to 4)
· 3 bedroom units (families consisting of at least 5 individuals, up to 7)

1. All homeless clients must be referred to WLCAC’s Homeless Access Center located at 958 E. 108th St., Los Angeles, CA 90059 (323.563.4721) to determine the client’s homeless eligibility by completing an intake and assessment.  
2. Eligible clients are referred to the Property Manager to complete application for Section 8 vouchering. 
3.  If approved for a voucher, application will be made through the Property Manager for tenant selection.  
4. Upon lease-up, the successful applicant must enroll in available supportive social services.
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
